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Vision and Hearing Screening

Beginning in September, we will be conducting the vision and hearing screening of
students required by lllinois State Law. “Vision screening is not a substitute for a com-
plete eye and vision evaluation by an eye doctor. Your child is not required to undergo
this vision screening if an optometrist or ophthalmologist has completed and signed a
report form indicating that an examination has been administered within the previous
12 months.” (Public Act 093-0504)

Mandated screenings are conducted on the following students:

Vision: 8 M Grade, students new to the district, and students receiving special
education services.

Hearing: All students new to the district, and stud ents receiving special educa-
tion services.

The assessment of children who wear glasses will consist of a brief inspection of the
glasses for obvious damage. Any child whose parents or teacher has a concern and
feels it is necessary, may request an evaluation. Please call the school nurse with any
concerns.

There has been a change from the State of lllinois concerning a milk substitute with
lunch meals. We will no longer require a note from a recognized medical authority.
We can now accept a statement from a parent/legal guardian or from a medical au-
thority identifying the students needs. Please note that a statement from a medical
authority is still required for any meal variations, other than milk substitution, for a stu-
dent with medical or other special dietary needs.

We will be offering a Fat Free Lactose Free Milk to start the school year. The nutri-
tional requirements in this milk help meet nutritional requirements set by the state.
Depending on the popularity of this lactose free milk, we will analyze it's usage to
determine if we will continue with this new substitute.

The swipe card system is in place in all the schools this year. Using the
www.mylunchmoney.com website you can set up an account for your child. For your
convenience, you can put money on by credit or debit card at a service fee of $1.95
per transaction.
